Excursions and Activities:

• Azemmour and El Jadida, fortified villages on the southern coast. A former 16th 
century Portuguese stronghold, El Jadida is now a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Slimane (9 holes) or in the Royal Golf Club of El Jadida (18 holes).
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
