• Greens fees in Morocco are very competitive in terms of value for money. And most of 
the regular airlines offer an extra baggage allowance for golfing equipment.
• Most 5-star hotels in Marrakech, Agadir, Tangier, El Jadida and Rabat provide free 
shuttle service to the golf courses and have spas offering wellness treatments for people 
accompanying golfers who are not playing.
• The golf course of Meknes is one of the only courses in the world that is lighted at 
night. 
• Morocco’s new golf courses have environmentally-conscious features and use a water 
reprocessing system to water the grounds. The Mazagan green, for example, is covered 
with Platinum Paspalum, a highly durable turf that tolerates brackish and recycled water.
